Broadband 
Superfast Cornwall has now held two open evenings at 
Alexander Hall, it is a joint venture between the European 
Convergence funders, Cornwall Council, BT & Cornwall 
Development Agency. They will be bringing high speed 
broadband across Cornwall and the Isles of Scilly. We are 

fortunate as we are one of three pilot areas and so we are 
seeing this first. 
 
Flooding 
All residents affected by the floods in November 2010 are 
entitled to funding for flood elevation works. Defra are 
providing the majority of the funds but some properties in 
Station Road and Fore Street will be funded by the 
environment Agency. 
 
St Blazey Community Flood Plan 
The Chairman of St Blazey Community Flood Group has 
informed us that the community flood plan is near completion 
and he has also produced a training document for the 
wardens. Cornwall Flood Recovery Group have produced a 
newsletter that has been distributed to 400 homes affected by 
the November floods.

Thursday in February, May, August and November each year 
at Alexander Hall. It is your chance to speak with the Police, 
Councillors and other community representative and hear 
about current crime prevention measures taking place in the 
Town.
